Dear fellers--

     A report for the record. It may be of interest.

     A year and a half of investigation into L’Affaire Lending Culminated. The decision: Cleared for overseas duty, granted right to ship with my outfit. But enjoined from holding any job or using any material listed as restricted, confidential, or secret; or entrance to OCS or other specialized training schools.

     I may be a telephone operator--that equipment’s no longer deemed secret.

     The news is so damned good, it’s numbing! Cherbourg and Vitebsk and Viyenni and Saipan and the CIO Political Action Committee--We had to encompass it all.
